Harbor Report:

Last month 1 mentioned some potential harbor relat-
ed electrical issnes the Harbor Committee was looking
in to. It is probably safe to assume that some wet slip
holders utilizing shore power may have thonght they
were experiencing untimely zinc deterioration or have
heard others make that comment. One potential
cause of this may be related to boats in the harbor that
do not have adequate zinc protection.  Since all boats
connected to shore power are essentially connected
electrically to each other, boats that may not have ade-
quate zinc protection, unknown to the boat owner,
could potentiallv compromise the zine protection of
other boats, particularly ones located close by.

Ower a period of time this could result in increased
expenses associated with zine replacement costs and
excessive corrosion to propeller fittings and thro-hull
fittings. In an effort to address this concern the
Harbor Committee has purchased a millivoltmeter and
reference cell which will allow us to gauge the relative
effectiveness of a boats” zinc protection.  We will be
using this equipment to check boats to determine if a
problem does exist and appraise the boat owner so
theyv can correct the problem. This will be an ongoing
project that will require some effort and some cooper-
ation but certainly worthwhile to all.

Also, great job to everyone who helped at the work
party in April. As nsual a lot
was accomplished in a short
time. Special thanks to Kay
Robberson and Lou Wiles for
again taking care of the
grilling and refreshments.
