Fairhope Yacht Club Pool Rules
Updated February 2010

The following rules are for the benefit of everyone who enjoys FYC’s pool. Many are mandated by the State of
Alabama Department of Public Health. It is important that FYC members and guests abide by these Rules so we
can avoid closures and other penalties.
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Swim at your own risk. No life guard on duty.
Only FYC members and guests accompanied by FYC members are permitted to use the pool.
All members and guests must register with pool attendant.
Swimmers must shower before entering pool.
Children under the age of 12 must be accompanied by an adult. Adults are fully responsible for children
under their supervision at all times.
When pool attendant is not on duty children under the age of 18 must be accompanied by an adult who
is an FYC member or spouse. Adults are responsible for children under their supervision at all times.
Proper swim wear required.
Children still in diapers must wear a swim diaper.
No diving.
No diving or jumping from bridge.
No running, pushing, dunking, rough play or unsafe activities in the pool or pool area at ANY time.
Bathers with diarrhea, skin diseases, open lesions, etc. shall be excluded from the pool.
All food and trash must be picked up and placed in trash cans provided for this purpose.
No food or drinks in the pool.
No GLASS of any kind in the pool area.
No pets in the pool area
No bicycles, skateboards, rollerblades, scooters, motorized cycles or other wheeled vehicles except
wheelchairs in the pool area.
No hanging over or standing on the infinity wall.
No swimming in the infinity pool.
Smoking is permitted ONLY on the lower deck.
Pool is closed during inclement weather.
Pool lounge chairs and furniture must remain in the pool area and may not be used elsewhere on the FYC
premises.
The pool attendant is in charge of safe pool operation. The instructions and directives of the attendant
shall be followed immediately and without question.
The pool attendant has the authority to require any person who fails to follow pool rules or fails to
comply with the attendant’s instructions to leave the pool area.
Club management has the authority to restrict or deny admission to the pool area to any person.
